• Base Prep Pkg. (65A), Complete Prep Package (68P), Visibility Packages (65P & 65W) and 
Ready for the Road Package (65U) 

• The packages’ electrical systems exceed many of Ford’s standards, durability and 
performance requirements, including Electro–magnetic-compatibility testing, which assures 
proper communications compatibility and performance.  

• The packages’ electrical components are fully compatible with the five computer/module 
systems now used in the Interceptor:  Engine, Transmission, ABS Brakes, Body, and Airbags.  
It is critical that there is no electro-magnetic interference with these safety systems. Police 
officer safety is the first priority.  

• The improved headlight flasher (Wig Wag) is now standard in the 65A, 68P, and 65U 
packages, offering a redesigned flash pattern with a more distinct flash and better light pattern 
recognition. 

• Jumper wires for the strobe module and headlight flasher make attachment to b+ customer 
switch systems quick and easy.  

• The strobe cable wire color codes and gender now match the lighting industry standards, for 
clarity of use. (65A, 68P, 65P, 65W, 65U) 

• Six strobe cables: Provides strobe cables, connectors, sockets, to two front marker lights and 
two taillights. Additionally, provides 2 strobe cables with caps to the radiator, for customer light 
installation. (May be used for strobes, LED’S, or halogen lights). 

• The removal of 7 fuses in the engine compartment makes electrical system diagnosis far 
easier since the original Ford-on-Board system and the Police equipment system are 
essentially parallel, but separate of each other.

§ Fuse & relay center in the glove box.  Provides 50 amps of power sources and ground 
sources for in passenger compartment equipment. 

§ Fuse & relay center in the trunk.  Provides 50 amps of power sources and ground 
sources for in trunk compartment equipment. 

§ Each power circuit has a fuse, ground wires for easy connection to equipment. Fuse 
positions may be adjusted from 5-20 amps as long as the output of each center does 
not exceed 50 amps. 

§ Both Battery power and Ignition power are provided in each location.  

• The heavy gauge (50 amps) communications circuit with direct battery ground may be 
accessed at the dash or in the trunk. (One or the other) 

• Up to 100 amps is available at the console base to run light bars, integrated siren-lighting 
systems. Pig Tails Provided. 

• Up to 150 amps is available at the trunk to run light bars, integrated siren-lighting systems.  
These power sources are accessible through provided pig tails in the 65A / 68P packages. 

• Note that one of the 50 amps at the console is shared with a 50 amp circuit in the trunk, 
and can only be used at one or the other location. This power is used by the Visibility 
package(s) and Ready for the Road package, so contact us with questions on application 
with your equipment, Toll Free:  (866) 402-6838. 

• Additional Electrical Features for flexibility, ease of use and serviceability. 

• A Horn Ring/Siren Circuit is provided, which enables police to control siren function 
through the horn button when the customer provided siren module is turned on. 

• 8 spare color-coded wires to allow connection of components in the trunk, console area, or 
engine compartment. 

• The Prep package electrical system obtains its power from the battery and generator. This 
helps assure full Ford warranty, dependability, and service since it is not necessary to cut, 
alter, and splice the base vehicle electrical harnesses.  

• Fuses, relays, fuse & relay blocks, covers, terminals, and connectors are all Ford approved 
components. All are available through the Ford Dealer Network. Most are available from 
independent parts stores, nationwide.   Easy to obtain and service.  

• The electrical harness is installed in Factory conduit and is wrapped with flexible conduit in 
all exposed areas.  

• The 68P and 65W Packages provide a steel and nylon conduit to enable end users to run 
cables for radios and equipment controls from the passenger compartment to the trunk 
with only removal of the rear seat cushion. This conduit also provides extensive protection 
for these sensitive cables. The customer may reposition the steel conduit from OEM 
cushion seating position to one for prisoner seats-tubs.  The nylon conduit in the Fire 
Suppression system option requires full rear seat removal for cable routing.

• Visibility Package 65W is a stand alone package in 2008, including the features in the 68P 
Package 

• Base Lighting Package 65P is a new stand alone package for 2008, including the features in 
the 65A Package 

• The improved High Intensity LED Rear Deck (parcel shelf) Lights offer excellent secondary 
lighting while being particularly discreet for un-marked use (65P and 65W, 65U).  

• The LED lights have major advantages over other lighting sources. They emit little 
temperature, use very little electrical current, and will last a lifetime (65P and 65W, 65U).  

• The LED lights come standard with one red and one blue. They are also available in other 
combinations of the two colors, and must be requested as a special build.  Have your Ford 
dealer order special combinations from Crown. Call Toll Free 1-866-402-6838, and obtain 
prices at the time the vehicle order is placed with Ford (65P and 65W, 65U). 

• The 6 head strobe module provides up to six head operation, with front strobe shut down 
capability of strobes, headlight flasher customers grille lights, while leaving rear strobes 
activated.  

• The Visibility/Lighting Package(s) meet critical Ford and SAE Emergency Vehicle standards 
for Secondary Emergency lighting. Even more important is the compatibility of this lighting with 
Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standards governing marker, brake, tail, and turn signal lamps –
critical police officer safety areas. 

• The Visibility Package Switch Panel has the ability to operate most light bars, and other 
primary lighting equipment.  A Lighting Relay Center enables up to 8 light / light bar functions 
to be easily connected and controlled from the Switch Panel. Additionally, the installer can 
choose from a variety of switch positions.

• The Rear Communications Tray in the trunk allows easy access to the rear electrical center 
and a safe, convenient, protected location for mounting of many electrical components (68P 
and 65U). Accommodates the new 17 inch spare. 

• Dual Side Storage Boxes in the trunk with clear polycarbonate covers and latches offer 
convenient storage of police equipment. This storage precludes equipment and vehicle 
damage from loose items being thrown around during vehicle movement or accident. They 
provide protection from the elements and easy access when needed (68P, 65W and 65U).  
Retains equipment and helps control loose items (potential projectiles) in the trunk. 

• The Console Base is a mounting platform that is located in the safety crash retention areas to 
provide a safe place to mount consoles, radios, computers and other equipment. It is designed 
to provide proper retention during severe maneuvers and accidents. Helps prevent loose 
projectiles in accidents (68P and 65U). 

• The latches and slides for the Trunk Tray and Side Storage Boxes have undergone extensive 
cycle tests to assure high dependability (68P, 65W and 65U).  

• The Permanent Rubber Tie Down Strap enables easy tie down of the trunk when carrying 
items such as bikes, wheel chairs, etc. The strap easily stores on the underside of the deck lid 
when not in use. It is permanently attached so it won’t get lost (68P,  65W, and 65U). 

• The Trunk Tray & Side Storage Boxes meet and exceed rear impact safety tests (68P, 65W 
and 65U). 

• Remote Door Lock Adapters, secure-hidden door lock override in rear doors, enable police 
officers to have total control over rear door entry and exit (68P, 65W and 65U).  This feature 
reworks the rear doors of the vehicle so that the lock stem has been removed from the 
standard position and relocated to the front edge of the rear doors. The rear door power 
windows are inoperable, except with factory order code 948.  The power lock and power 
window connectors are taped to the harness within the rear doors.  Disconnecting the white 
connectors in the door panel has disabled automated locks.  They may be reconnected if 
normal power operation is desired.
